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I am delighted to be teaching your children this year and it has been lovely getting to know them over the last week. I hope that they have enjoyed their first few days back and that it was a positive experience for them: I am excited for the year ahead.

Autumn Term: 
We will be beginning our term with a topic on Brazil and reading ‘The Explorer’ in English before moving onto World War 2 and the role Acton played during the conflict. We will also be studying living things and their habitats in Science followed by all things electric before Christmas. In Maths, we will be covering place value, the four operations and fractions. Our Art topic will focus on different art styles using these different styles to create a final piece and in DT, we will be exploring electrical systems. 

Mrs Fielder will be teaching the class on a Monday, covering Maths, PE, French and Music and Mrs Fisher will teach PSHE and RE to the class on a Friday afternoon. 

Spring Term:
In the spring, we will be reading the book ‘Wild Boy’ which fits in nicely alongside our history topic on the Industrial Revolution. This will be followed by using animated films to create flashbacks. Our Science unit will be Light. Our Geography topic will be Mountains and in Maths we will cover shape and space, measures, ratio and proportion and time. In our Art topic, we will studying different artists and use these to create our own designs and DT will see us making bridges. 

Summer Term:
This term is when the children will take their end of Key Stage assessments but I will send out more information about these nearer the time. Our English unit will be Shakespeare and we will perform our play at the theatre. Our Maths will be focused on revision on what we have learnt over the year; our Science topics will be Animals including humans and Evolution and Inheritance; and our Art topic will be all about making memories. 
 
Year 6 information:
Reading
Each child should read every day and record their reading in their reading record books. I expect at least five entries a week in their reading record books and they will be checked every Friday morning. It is still vitally important that the children read regularly to an adult or have a good conversation about what they are reading to enhance their vocabulary. The children will be continuing to access the Accelerated Reader programme

P.E.
The Wolves have P.E. on Mondays and Wednesdays. The children should come into school wearing their P.E. kit, as before. As the weather becomes colder, is important that they have a tracksuit top/hoody, tracksuit bottoms and suitable footwear in order to keep warm.

Homework
Homework will be set on a Friday and will be due in the following Tuesday. It will be a mixture of either English, Maths or Topic based homework. 

Spellings will be set on a Monday. The children will have spellings stuck into their Reading Record for practice at home with a ‘quiz’ on the following Monday. It is important that both the spellings and homework is completed, as it will build upon, and reinforce, the learning from the week. Just like last year, the children can practise their spellings using Spelling Frame. 

Transition to High School
It seems like a long way off but the transition process gets going early to ensure the children are prepared for their move to high school. Any information will be sent out to you as soon as we receive it. Applications for high schools open on the 12th September 2025 (Deadline: 31st October 2025). Further information can be found on the County Council website. Any information that we receive from the high schools will be sent home via ParentMail. It is vital that you complete the application on time (with at least two preferences).

We appreciate that it is a big decision that has to be made. If high school visits are going to be during the school day then please arrange this with the school office.
